Ames, IA –The Brunnier Art Museum, Christian Petersen Art Museum, Farm House Museum and the Elizabeth and Byron Anderson Sculpture Garden are affiliates of University Museums at Iowa State University. About eight to twelve annual changing exhibitions and permanent collection exhibitions provide educational opportunities for all ages. Lectures, receptions, conferences, university classes, panel discussions, gallery walks, and artist talks are presented to assist with further interpretation of objects. Brunnier Art Museum, 295 Scheman Building

August 24 through December 31, 2009
Artists Visions: Prints, Paintings and Drawings from the Permanent Collection
This selection of 60 prints, paintings and sculptures from the University Museums’ permanent collection, include works by American artists Marvin Cone, Grant Wood, Dorthea Tomlinson, and their contemporaries and represent over 70 years of fine art. These images record the faces and places of urban and rural communities pursuing recreational and work activities that occupy city and farm dwellers in the 20th century. Landscapes, portraits, as well as political and social themes of the 20th century will be explored. The exhibition is organized and funded by the University Museums, Iowa State University.
ReLationShips: From Our Roots
ReLationShips: Integrated Studio Arts Faculty at the Brunnier explores dynamic connections in the work of art faculty and colleagues across campus. Conceived as a cycle of exhibitions, each show will present the work of four alumni of the College of Design’s studio art program, including Carol Faber (MA 1990, MFA 2004), Cindy Gould (BFA 1992, MA 1994), Joe Muench (BFA 1984) and Barbara Eckhardt Walton (BFA 1991, MA 1993). Educational programs presented by each artist and their campus cohort will provide stimulating insights into the relationships among art and disciplines in the sciences and humanities.
N. C. Wyeth: America In the Making
N.C. Wyeth (1882-1945) was an active participant in the golden years of American illustration, which lasted through the first decades of the twentieth century. Wyeth’s first illustration was published by The Saturday Evening Post on February 21, 1903, and up until his death, he created nearly 4,000 works of art. One of three projects completed for John Morrell and Company of Ottumwa, Iowa, America in the Making depicts twelve dramatic scenes taken from American history—those events that N.C. Wyeth believed were the most pivotal in American history. Painted in 1939 these paintings were used as illustrations for the John Morrell Company’s 1940 calendar. In 1940, the president of John Morrell and Company presented the twelve painted, panels to Iowa State College as a gift. Although Wyeth created the majority of his work in series, few have remained intact like America in the Making, thus making the assembling and exhibition of this painting series important.

HOT and COOL: Contemporary Studio Glass Sculpture from the Permanent Collection 
Studio glass sculpture emerged in the 1960s with the experimentation in hot glass by artistic pioneers Harvey Littleton and Dominic Labino. In 1962, they lead the Toledo Museum of Art glassblowing workshops. Through these workshops, Littleton was introduced to Labino’s creative solution of mixing the raw batches of glass using fiberglass marbles which he formulated to melt at lower temperatures. This revolutionary technique allowed for more fluidity and flexibility in the creation of glass sculpture. The University Museums permanent collection of glass consists of ancient vessels, early European and American glass, as well as a growing contemporary studio glass collection
All the Evils...Christian Petersen and the Art of War
(Presented in the Reiman Gallery through Februrary 26, 2010.)
This exhibition includes fifty sculptures and drawings, and is curated from the collections of the Christian Petersen Art Collection, University Museums; Special Collections, Iowa State University Library; and, other public and private collections. Most of Petersen’s sculptures from early in his career (pre-1930) are permanently installed in east coast cities, and are represented through photographs. A substantial publication by the same name accompanies the exhibition. This exhibition is organized by the University Museums, guest curated by Dr. Lea Rosson DeLong and supported by Joanne and Charles Frederiksen, Helen Fleming Reinhardt, the University Museums Membership.
Elizabeth and Byron Anderson Sculpture Garden, south of Morrill Hall

Through August 6, 2010
Exquisite Balance: Sculptures by Bill Barrett 
Each year nearly twenty new public works of art are accessioned into the Art on Campus Collection at Iowa State. The Elizabeth and Bryon Anderson Sculpture Garden affords the opportunity to present sculptures by artists who have recently been acquired for the permanent collection. By experiencing additional works of art by a newly acquired Art on Campus artist, the campus audience gains access to the artist’s broader and deeper aesthetic expressions.
Bill Barrett’s sculptures of fabricated bronze address the interplay between positive and negative space with grace, elegance and exquisite balance. His sculptures recall fluid effortlessness of calligraphic strokes, and betray a positivism to which many viewers feel drawn. Others have said that Barrett’s sculptures are distinctly American in their directness and lightness. His sophisticated constructions, through a delicate balance of form and content, transcend the starker aesthetics of minimalism with a warmth and humanity. This exhibition was organized by the University Museums and supported by Arthur Klein. In spring of 2010 paintings and bronze sculptural maquettes by Bill Barrett will be presented in the Christian Petersen Art Museum.

Merry Christmas to All: A Thomas Nast Christmas

More than a cartoonist, Thomas Nast was an inventor of icons, popularizing now familiar subjects such as his illustration of Santa Claus, which continues as our image of St. Nick himself. Nast first drew Santa Claus for the 1862 Christmas season Harper’s Weekly cover and center-fold illustration to memorialize the family sacrifices of the Union during the Civil War. In 1862, Christmas was a traditional festival celebration in the United States, although not yet a holiday. The development of Christmas as a holiday and the use of Santa Claus as a symbol of gift giving removed from its Christian background occurred in the 1880’s. Celebrate the season and the timeless images of Thomas Nast with a visit to the Farm House Museum to experience an authentic founding farm Christmas. Visitors will see traditional holiday décor and hear Christmas songs from the 19th century while touring the 150 year old Farm House.
